Mr. Vieaux has been called one of the “youngest stars of the guitar world,” by The New York Times and “among the elite of today’s classical guitarists,” by Gramophone.  A virtuoso of profound emotive depths and vitality, he is a Naumburg Foundation top prizewinner, a Cleveland Institute of Music Alumni Achievement Award recipient, a former NPR Young-Artist-in-Residence and the youngest First Prize winner in the history of the Guitar Foundation of America International Competition.

His prolific touring schedule includes countless festivals, return engagements, and concertos with some of the nation’s leading orchestras and conductors.  Recent highlights include solo performances at Lincoln Center, the Chautauqua Festival, and a return to Music@Menlo.  Having seamlessly evolved from wunderkind to master, Mr. Vieaux is head of the guitar department at the Cleveland Institute of Music and co-founder of the Curtis Institute of Music’s classical guitar department.

His 2009 release, Bach: Works for the Lute, Vol. 1, debuted on Billboard’s Classical Chart at # 13.  In 2003, Sevilla: The Music of Isaac Albeniz, was named one of the top ten classical CDs of the year.  With 11 commercially and critically triumphant CDs to his credit, and a new solo album set for an early 2012 release, there is no place for Mr. Vieaux but at the forefront of today’s great classical guitarists.
